TREE ASSEMBLY

1. Place the tree top into the tree stand and screw tight (Pic 1).

2. Insert the tree trunk top into the tree trunk bottom (Pic 2).

3. Adjust branches to desired shape.

4. Assemble adaptor with cord plug by connecting the cord plug into the adaptor as shown (Pic 3).

USE:
To operate, insert Adapter into electrical outlet.
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CARE: Keep Adapter out and away from water. Warning: Risk of electric shock. When in use outdoors, install only to a covered GFCI

electrical outlet that is weather proof. Make sure the adaptor and cord are assembled correctly and secured tightly to prevent water
from entering the device.
